Show Rules & Information 

 
 

1.       Show held in accordance with rules of the ECHSA & VHSA Assoc. Program  

2. Classes and Warm ups are $25 each. Divisions $55  Pre-entry by noon Fri 

$50/div 

3. Checks payable to ECETC. $35 Return check fee. Open checks permitted.  

4. Stalls $35 a day.  Additional $15 for each overnight. 

5. All horses must submit a negative Coggins!  NO EXCEPTIONS!  

6. Six ribbons will be awarded to the top 6 placed competitors including Cham-

pionship and Reserve in each division. 

7. All ties, other than for 1st place, will remain tied with ribbons and points to 

be awarded accordingly, including Champion and Reserve Awards. 

8. The Judge’s decision is final. 

9. Hard hats must be worn when mounted, no exceptions 

10. After 3 refusals, exhibitor is required to exit the ring. 

11. Cell phones must be kept on vibrate. 

12. Management reserves the right to cancel or combine classes   

Condition of Entry:  Participants realize and accept the inherent risks, injures 

and death due to  equine activities.  Every horse entered for competition will 

be under the control of the Show  Management but Management will in no 

case be responsible for any loss or damage that may occur, and it shall be a 

condition of entry that each exhibitor shall hold the Show, Management, and 

the facility harmless for any loss or accident to his or her horse, horses, or 

equipment which may occur from sickness, fire or otherwise.  Management  

reserves the right to interpret all questions and conditions in regards to or aris-

ing out of an incident at the show without claims for damages or recourse of 

any kind.  All questions not covered in these rules and regulations shall be de-

cided by Management, and their decision is final.  Discourtesy to an official or 

show staff by any spectator, rider, trainer or groom will disqualify the horse or 

horses with which they are associated and all fees will be forfeited.
